Atlantic Wreck Divers Dive Sign Up Policy

Revision – January 2010

The purpose of this policy is to provide each member an equal chance to sign up for any dive and to protect the Club, members, and guests from confusion during the process.

What are the commitments I agree to when I sign up for a dive?
A sign up for an AWD, Inc. (referred to as the “Club” from this point forward) dive by a member or guest (referred to as “divers” from this point forward) indicates financial commitment for the dive.  The Club divides the boat charter cost by the number of divers the boat is listed as carrying on the Club schedule.
Each diver who signs up for a dive is responsible for payment at the completion of the dive charter.  Payment will be collected by the designated dive coordinator, who will distribute the appropriate funds to the Charter Captain.  Divers who are unable to make the dive, and no replacement is found, are responsible for forwarding the amount owed for the dive to the Club Vice President within two weeks of the dive.  
When are dive sign ups conducted?

NEW FOR 2010 – The Club sponsors and publishes dives for the entire season early in the calendar year and ALL dives for the entire season are open for sign ups via email or by calling the Vice President once the schedule has been distributed.  Sign-ups are on a first-come-first-serve basis.  Once sign-ups have reached the boat’s capacity as listed on the schedule, the Vice President will confirm with anyone else that contacts the Club as to whether they would like to be added to a wait list. 
Who can sign up for dives?

All AWD members, regardless of membership type, must be current with respect to both annual dues and annual liability release (signed, notarized, and submitted to the Vice-President) in order to be eligible to sign up for a dive.  
What happens if dives are not filled by Club members?

If a dive does not completely fill, the Club will pay for the vacant spots.  

What if I need to get off a dive after I have signed up?

If a diver needs to get off a dive, they are obligated to contact the Vice President as soon as possible.  Communicating the desire/need to get off the dive does not remove the financial responsibility; however it does initiate the wait list if there is one.  A diver may not find their own replacement without the permission of the Vice-President.  The Vice-President shall implement the wait list, if there is one, before approving any qualified replacement.  Any replacement must be contacted by an officer and understand and agree to the potential depth limit, destination planned for the dive if there is one, and the Club “No Smoking” policy for dives before officially signing up.  A signed and notarized liability release for the guest must also be received by the Vice- President prior to the dive.
